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RFDS in partnership with Lions Cancer Institute

I’'M PLEASED to report that our first ‘RFDS on the Road’
health partnership activity, the Skin Cancer Screening pilot
project conducted in conjunction with the Lions Cancer
Institute in Port Hedland was an outstanding success.

For nearly 17 years, the Lions Cancer Institute has been pro-
viding a unique ‘mobile’ skin cancer screening service to the
people of Western Australia — the only one of its kind operat-
ing in the southern hemisphere. The RFDS is delighted that
we were able to facilitate bringing the LCI’s mobile screening
unit and team of volunteers to Port Hedland through the
‘RFDS on the Road’ primary health care program. Our very
sincere thanks go to Lions volunteers W2PDG Colin
Beauchamp AM, Chairman of the Cancer Institute; nurses
Lions Sue Goddard and Judy Forsyth; and Lions Terry Gray
and W2VDG Darrel Mainard for contributing their time and
expertise to screen and educate Pilbara people about skin can-
cer.

We also extend our gratitude to plastic surgeon Rob
Fitzpatrick who cancelled two days of surgery in Perth to trav-
el to Port Hedland to voluntarily assist with reviewing suspect
lesions and assisting with the general screening process.

The cancer team spent on site at Nelson Point:

499 people voluntarily presented for a full body skin cancer
screening. Of these: 113 were BHP Billiton Iron Ore employ-
ees, 169 worked with contractors to BHP BIO, 217 people
were from the local Port Hedland and surrounding regional
community. Ninety 90 people met three or more of the ‘at
risk’ criteria, which put them at a 39%+ chance of presenting
with a suspect lesion. NB: All lesions reported are ‘suspect’
only until further medical investigation and pathology reports.

Screening appointments were booked out

prior to commencement of the first screening
on Wednesday 22 April all people who ‘walked
in’ without appointments were reviewed by one
of the screening team

Thank you to our program partner BHP
Billiton Iron Ore for the ongoing support and
encouragement we receive from across the
HSE and External Affairs arms of the business.
HSE staff members Damian Cann and Lauren
Gill at Port Hedland effectively coordinated all
aspects of our onsite requirements; arranged
the appointment booking system for staff, con-
tractors and community members; organised a
tour of operations for our group as well as
working as part of the screening team through-
out the project. Damian and Lauren will con-
duct a random feedback survey of screening
participants over the coming two weeks and
provide results to each party involved in the
project. We look forward to reviewing these
comments prior to planning our next ‘health
partnership’ activities, one of which we hope
will be a similar skin cancer screening program
for the Newman community later this year.

Thanks also to BHP BIO’s External Affairs
staff for your support in producing promotion-

al materials, visitor gifts and organising a cam-
paign of local radio advertising.

This is the first of a series of ‘health partner-
ships’ that we will develop under the banner of
the ‘RFDS on the Road’ program during the
coming two years. We appreciate the Pilbara
Fund grant that will enable us to bring other
health agencies and professionals to deliver
their skills and health messages to people of the
Pilbara. Thanks also to Allyson Grant for the
genuine interest and support she and staff from
the Pilbara Development Commission have
shown to the ‘RFDS on the Road’ program.

In regard to media coverage of the pilot proj-
ect, an effective radio advertising campaign
was run prior to and during the screening proj-
ect. I was interviewed by ABC Regional Radio
in the week prior, and have a follow up inter-
view with ABC Karratha next week. Colin
Beauchamp and I spoke with local Spirit FM
presenter Leonie Evans during the screening,
and have another interview with her at the
beginning of May to discuss the outcomes of
the project. An article about he screening proj-
ect will run in the June edition of Oresome and
the North West Telegraph.

I’ll send a media release noting some of the
above statistics to relevant media outlets. We’ll
run a feature article about the screening project
